History: 3 month old male with large mass infiltrating the left temporal lobe into the left lateral ventricle with cystic and sold components. 

Axial T2 FLAIR MRI
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T1 Contrast enhancing
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Diagnosis:  Glioblastoma, WHO Grade IV.

Negative p53 staining and low Ki-67 proliferation index extends to a more favorable prognosis compared to GBM in children with a strong p53 staining (>70%) and hi proliferation index.
