· Born at term via cesarean section; healthy fraternal twin brother

· Normal development during first 6 months

· Onset of seizure disorder at 7 months (infantile spasms, complex partial seizures)

· Developmental delay, affecting predominantly language and fine motor skills

· Neuropsychiatric problems
· Physical examination unremarkable except for bilateral retinal abnormalities; no dysmorphic features

She was found dead in her bed in the morning. Postmortem examination of the body and toxicological analyses were negative (done at the ME office).
