What is the pathological process?
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Answer:

Malformation - lipoma of corpus callosum

cause is unknown

thought to be a hamartoma – no growth over time

may focally cause thinning of corpus callosum

as an isolated finding, no strong associations with other malformations

 partial/complete absence of the corpus callosum can been associated with many syndromes (over 100)
