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Children’s Hospital Conference

6yr old boy with seizures starting at age 2 and controlled on Keppra until the past year during which he has been having more and longer “staring spells”.

Radiology includes MRI scans in 2011, 2012, 2013 and 2014, SPECT imaging, NMR scanning pre-ictal, ictal and post-ictal.

These studies all concluded that he had cortical dysplasia, possibly with a venous anomaly.

Normal karyotype and there is no family history of any seizure disorders.

Seizure surgery with a large resection was performed 12/17/2014.
