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A 14 year old male underwent resection of a left temporal mass. 

(Since this was a consult case, no MRI images are available for review. However, these lesions usually present as demarcated, solid to cystic, contrast-enhancing masses)
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Diagnosis: Papillary glioneuronal tumor, WHO grade 1
