36 week infant born to G1P1 without prenatal care

Mother noticed decreased fetal movements, stillborn child with multiple wraps of umbilical cord around neck

Section of brainstem

Answer:
Pontosubicular necrosis

Apoptotic neuron
Apoptotic neuron
Apoptotic neuron
Pons and subiculum most commonly involved

Usually occurs in premies and up to 2 months

Can co-exist with Periventricular Leukomalacia
