Neuropathology Case

Children’s Hospital Friday March 18th, 2016 
A 17-year-old male diagnosed with left optic neuritis 2 months ago. Now presents with rash and worsening headaches, decreased left eye vision, speech and cognitive changes, left hand numbness and unsteady gait. CT shows enhancement of right cerebral meninges and elevated protein (4,490 mg/dL) normal glucose (91 mg/dL) and WBCs (190; 52 segs, 42 lymphs, 6 macs).
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Diagnosis: Degos Disease
Differential: Lymphocytic vasculopathy, occlusive vasculopathy
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
