Medications include Diamox (acetazolamide) and Dilantin (phenytoin). Neurologic examination at last neurology appointment on 4/4/12 showed fluent, but limited spontaneous speech, no dysarthria, normal coordination and normal gait. On 1/30/2013, patient was found dead on bedroom floor.
