1 month old male born to a G3P3 21 yo. Infant was a twin birth at 34 weeks gestation. APGARs were 8/9. Discharged from hospital at 1 week of age. Regained weight slowly but did not thrive well. Twin brother died of SIDS 3.5 weeks post partum. Patient noted by aunt to be lethargic and brought to ER at which time found to be tachypneic, dehydrated and febrile. Died within 4 hours of admission. 
At autopsy lungs were congested, but rest of gross exam normal.

Brain weight 390 grams without significant gross pathology.
