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Images through the distal cord do not demonstrate any signal abnormality. The conus medullaris appears to be positioned at the level of L4. There is a thick filum terminale/neural placode which extends throughout the spinal canal and terminates in a lipoma which begins at the level of S2 and extends to the level of S3 where it measures 1.0 x 1.0 cm. There is a defect in the posterior elements of S3 and S4 and the lipoma blends into the subcutaneous fat. 
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
