Children’s Hospital Friday July 22, 2011
37-week infant born by emergent Cesarean section secondary to a history of decreased fetal movements for 24 hours and non-reassuring non-stress test.  Cyanotic at birth with Apgars 1 at one minute, 4 at five minutes, and 5 at 10 minutes.  Developed clinical seizures approximately eight hours after birth.  EEG showed an abnormal pattern with excessive discontinuity and multifocal sharpened spike waves.  Died at 3 weeks.
