ANSWER 

Enhancing nodule: rule out entrapped choroid plexus.

SMEAR: Low Grade lesion/ with oligo like cells


DDX DNET, Oligo, ganglioglioma, JPA

FINAL: DNET

Diagnostic finding is normal
