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What is the pathological process?
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Answer:

Malformation – Hydromyelia

most common in the lumbar region

It is found in 40% of Chiari I and in 40% of Chiari 2  malformations.

it may be associated with syringomyelia or diastematomyelia (more rarely dioplomyelia).

Most cases are asymptomatic and are incidental findings at autopsy.
